Pasta).  

We decided that it 
would only be fair to 
include river campus 
students in a value 
exchange program. 
Therefore, any student 
on a meal plan can 
purchase any medium 
beverage and a Heat and 
Eat option for the cost of 
a single meal. 

The first standing 
Reservations was a huge 
success. More than 100
